People in Need - Small Grant Scheme for Civil Society Organizations

· Concept notes will be evaluated and selected applicants will be invited to submit full proposals to PIN.
· The supported projects must be implemented until  November 30th 2012.

· The amount of a PIN’s grant for a proposed project is between 25,000-30.000 MDL.
· The final number and amount of awards will depend on the quality of the proposals received. It is envisaged that around 10-15 awards will be granted.
· Cost-sharing from the applicants is NOT obligatory. However it will be positively rated during the evaluation of proposals
Eligibility criteria: 
· All forms of civil society organizations are eligible to apply for grants under this call regardless of their current registration status.

Application process: 
· The applications should be submitted to the PIN Moldova office by by hand delivery, email or regular mail, in either English or Romanian, or Russian language.

· Deadline for receiving all Concept notes is June 10th 12.00 2012
Selection process: 

· Upon receipt, PIN will check all received Concept notes against eligibility criteria. Incomplete Concept notes received after the deadline will be automatically rejected. Concept notes are confidential and will be treated as such.

· All complete Concept notes which satisfy the eligibility criteria will be evaluated by an independent Evaluation Committee comprised of representatives of People in Need and other relevant stakeholders.

· The Evaluation Committee will assess and score the applications according to the following selection criteria

Proposal evaluation criteria:

· Relevance of project for the targeted communities (project should demostrate how it is focusing on existing problems relevant for the targeted communities) 10 points
· Feasibility and project logic  20 points
· Clear description of problems
·  Clear description of objectives, expected results and activities
· Logic link between activities, expected results and objectives
Note: The submission of a Comcept Note by an applicant in no way obligates PIN to fund a project proposal, nor does it commit PIN to pay any costs incurred in the preparation and submission of a proposal.  PIN reserves the right to award one, several, or no grants based on the proposals submitted under this Call for Proposals
